“Rural internet at 1/3 of city prices” 
 

 Rural `huge area´ wireless internet: Landscapenet. 

 As secure and stable as cabled network. 

 Each subscriber has 4 Mbit a sec. both down and up. 

 Unlimited 24/7 access at fixed low price. 

 All considered only one third of average city price ! 

 DSL-investment for 1 rural- equals 55 city-households. 
The full investment in DSL for each rural household equals the 
full pay of wireless access for 165 rural households ! 

 This works for 6000 rural locations on Djursland. 
On the rural peninsula Djursland in Denmark our own wireless 
ICT infrastructure connects 6000 rural households, - institutions 
and -firms, in an area of 50*60 km with 82000 people, 58 a km². 

 So cheap, that only teaching know-how needs support. 

 We teach how to establish and run Landscapenets. 
Through Djursland International Institute of Rural Wireless 
Broadband (http://DIIRWB.net) we systematically teach the 
lessons learned from the “Networking Djursland” experience to 
other rural people of the World, as a self-help model based on 9 
relevant disciplines, to be shared by local volunteers: 

 1) Organizing 
 2) Campaigning 
 3) Administration 
 4) Equipment and tools 
 5) Net-planning- and building 
 6) Web-portal building and maintaining 
 7) User-support and sustain of net 
 8) Handling of routers and servers 
 9) Documentation and evaluation
